n an effort to simplify and ex-
pedite the awards application
process while still providing
the recognition options traditional-
ly available, the national Royal
Rangers office has made a change
to the way some advancement
awards may be obtained.
Previously, all annual awards
required an individual applica-
tion be submitted to the na-
tional office for processing.
This process required a signifi-
cant effort by outpost leaders
and required a substantial
amount of time to be processed
by the national office due to
the large number of applica-
tions received. In an effort to
streamline this process the fol-
lowing change has been imple-
mented.
For all annual awards other
than the highest award in each
age group a omul
ent award
available. This new application
enables local leaders to apply
for up to 20 awards on a single
application, greatly reducing
the amount of paperwork that
must be processed for these
awards. This change applies to
the following awards:

Adventure Bronze
Adventure Silver
